Swan Valley Health Centre

The Swan Valley Health Centre is a $35 million
facility which was completed in 2005 and serves a
catchment area of 12,000.

It features: 36 acute care beds, 16 extended
treatment beds, two surgical suites, emergency
services, diagnostic services, laboratory and
radiology, endoscopy and colonoscopy,

cataract surgery, oral and maxillofacial surgery,
chemotherapy, hemodialysis, respiratory therapy,
physiotherapy, occupational therapy, speech
therapy and, Telehealth. Other services include
public health, mental health, home care and a
community cancer care program.

Dedicated Health Care Team

Medical services are provided by an
interdisciplinary healthcare team including a
number of professionals and support staff.

Swan Valley Primary Care Centre

The Swan Valley Primary Care Centre is located
directly across from the Swan Valley Heath Centre.
It offers 6,000 square feet of space that includes 14
exam rooms, treatment rooms, education space,
support spaces and a waiting area.

The centre offers physician services, physician
assistants, nurse practitioner services and
coordinated care for people living with chronic
diseases.
